As discussed above in Sections 4.1 through 4.17, the Project would have no significant unavoidable impacts. The Project includes a number of design and operational features that would reduce or avoid most environmental impacts; mitigation measures have been included where appropriate that would reduce other impacts to less than significant.

b. b. Does the project have impacts that are individually limited, but cumulatively considerable? The related projects are described in Section 3, and the cumulative impacts of those projects in combination with the 2-Gates Project are discussed above in Sections 4.1 through 4.17. In many instances, no impacts or less-than-significant cumulative impacts would occur because the 2-Gates Project’s impacts would be short-term and localized. In other cases, they would be beneficial because a number of projects are being proposed to improve aquatic resources in the Delta. In other cases, significant cumulative impacts would not occur because the 2-Gates Project includes monitoring and sufficient operational flexibility to avoid such impacts.
